The pattern is:

Line 1:  The topic (a noun)
Line 2:  2 descriptive words about the topic (adjectives or adjective and noun)
Line 3:  3 action words about the topic (verbs)
Line 4:  Feeling about the topic (a 4 word phrase)
Line 5:  Synonym for the topic (a 1 word or 2 word phrase)
